Yet, looking through his archive, his interests clearly emerge. The
chapters in this book present five themes Burt returned to again
and again.

Aus dem Text Notes from Family von Elena Prohaska Glinn:

Burt began creating annual lists of his stories in 1948 and contin-
ued for 60 years. The lists reveal how diverse his interests were
throughout his life. As an example, in 1959, one of Burt’s favorite
years, he photographed more than 30 stories. It began when he
abruptly left a New Year’s Eve party after hearing Cuba’s president
Fulgencio Batista was on his way into exile and Fidel Castro was
taking control. Burt caught the last Yellowbird flight from New
York to Miami, then got a $20 charter plane to Cuba, where he
spent nine days on the road with Fidel and his soldiers, document-
ing their triumphant procession into Havana. After some rest and
assignments stateside, he covered the ultrarich and almost fa-
mous, often ridiculous, at Badrutt’s Palace Hotel St. Moritz in the
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haute Swiss Alps. Back in New York, he photographed Sammy Davis
Jr, followed by the Beatniks.

Aus dem Interview von Sarah Stacke mit Susan Meiselas:

Burt’s editorial eye is key. He really knew how to see the world by
placing himself in it. He was part of the generation who were
lucky to work when magazine assignments were still plentiful
and long. He came out of that tradition, which meant that he
went places, then stayed and documented them over time. His
photographs of the Berlin Wall being built were an example of in-
credibly good work.

Burt Glinn (1925—2008) ist als einer der produktivsten Fotografen
seiner Generation bekannt. Der in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, ge-
borene Glinn diente in der US Army und studierte Literatur an
der Harvard University. Wahrend er fiir das LIFE-Magazin arbeit-
ete, trat er 1951 der Agentur Magnum bei und wurde 1954 als
einer der ersten Amerikaner der jungen Agentur Vollmitglied.
Glinn erlangte Anerkennung fiir seine Berichterstattung liber
die kubanische Revolution und seine ausfiihrlichen Farbserien
Uiber die Siidsee, Japan, Russland, Mexiko und Kalifornien, von
denen jede als komplette Ausgabe von Holiday verdffentlicht
wurde. In den 1960er-Jahren war er einer der ersten Fotografen,
der sich mit Geschaftsberichten befasste und in den folgenden
vierJahrzehnten das rasante Wachstum der amerikanischen Un-
ternehmen visuell festhielt. Im Laufe seiner Karriere berichtete
er regelmalig lUber nationale und internationale historische
Ereignisse, kulturelle Ikonen und politische Persénlichkeiten fiir
flihrende Publikationen. Wann immer es méglich war, machte
Glinn Bilder von religiosen Gemeinschaften und Fiihrern sowie
von sakraler Architektur und Ritualen. Viele dieser Fotos wurden
zu seinen personlichen Favoriten.
