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Neue Street Photography von der in New York City lebenden Kiinstlerin Nina Welch-Kling

Die in New York lebende deutsche Fotografin Nina Welch-Kling
gehort zu den bekannten Namen der weiblichen Street Photogra-
phy. In ihrem neuesten Werk Duologues erganzt sie dieses Genre
um einen neuen kiinstlerischen Aspekt: Indem sie jeweils zwei Fo-
tografien zu einem festen Diptychon vereint, erschafft sie einen
visuellen Dialog zwischen zwei Bildern, der beim Betrachten neue
Dimensionen erdffnet. In einem kurzen Moment aufgenommene
Fotos entwickeln durch die Paarung reichhaltige Verbindungen,
Bedeutungen und adsthetische Beziehungen.

Dieser Band bietet erstmalig die Moglichkeit, diese ausgefeilten
Kompositionen in der ruhigen Welt gedruckter Buchseiten zu be-

Photographs do tell stories, of course, but without the necessity of
any storytelling. The stories that come forth are often elliptical and
open-ended, discovered rather than told, derived from random facts
gathered in an instant, separated from their original context, and
seen just so. One of the paradoxes of photography is that it can do
so much with apparently so little.

Aus dem Text More than the Sum of its Parts von Jeff Mermelstein:
The idea of diptychs or multiple imagery is not new; we’ve seen it
with the likes of Ray K. Metzger, Michael Spano, or Uta Barth. What
distinguishes Nina Welch-Kling’s pairings is a certain kind of music
made by repeatingvisual patterns, lines, and textures. I've always
felt that music and photographs are related and this body of work
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illustrates that idea; a certain frequency and pitch, an arrangement
of pictures that lures us in, like visual sound that slowly but surely
leaves a residue that has poetic staying power and a ringing in the
mind’s eye. We can feel a vibrating sound as the stripes on the back
of a sailor’s uniform react to the stripes in the folds of the head cov-
erings of three nuns. The relationship between these two images is
amplified with the social content in the combination of an African
American woman sailor with three religious figures. Is this about
race, women, and what uniforms can suggest?

Like Helen Levitt, Nina’s work is deceptively simple to anyone who
has never tried to catch lightning in a bottle. But the best photogra-
phy is always so. The longer you look at Nina’s work, the more com-
plex it becomes, drawing you deeper into the mystery and magic of
the everyday.
